An optional video link cable, which
will sel for about $5, allows up to 8
players to connect units and play
together.

Besides taking 6 "AA" batteries,
other optional power sources include
a rechargeable battery pack for $25;
an auto cigarette lighter adapter for
$20; and an AC adapter, the same
one as used on the Master System,
for $7.

The game cartridges, while
designed to run on an 8 bit, Z-80,
3.58 MHz system (the same specs
as the SMS), have been completely
redesigned and shrunk down in size
(and price-$20) to about the size of a
Game Boy cart. This means though,
that with very little effort Sega could
convert all of their new SMS 2 carts
to the Game Gear format!
